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Open Letter to Kimberly- Clark

Hamburg, 19.10.2005
Dear Mr. Falk,

we, the undersigned, support the land struggle of the Tupinikim and Guarani against
Aracruz-Celulose. The Indigenous People are engaged in a rightful struggle to reclaim their
lands, which Aracruz took away 30 years ago to plant industrial eucalyptus monocultures for
their pulp production. In addition to this conflict local people report many other problems
caused by the operations of Aracruz. To name just a few: Aracruz’s plantations have caused
water sources and streams to dry up; local communities are suffering from a shortage of
water and indicate that there are significantly fewer fish, since Aracruz started its operations
in the area; workers have been injured, but not compensated, while working for Aracruz;
pollution from Aracruz’s pulp mill also affects local communities.

Kimberly- Clark (K-C) is a main customer of pulp from Aracruz-Celulose. Therefore you
share responsibility for the problems faced by these Indigenous Peoples in Brazil.

We are sure that your customers don’t want tissue-products that are linked to human rights
abuses and ecological disasters. K-C have been already informed about this, but you still are
not willing to initiate a fundamental change in your raw material sourcing and want to
continue with business as usual. This is a scandal!

We urge you to contact Aracruz immediately and insist that they respect the land
rights of the Tupinikim and Guarani. Aracruz must give back the 11009 hectares that
were identified by the FUNAI Working Group in 1998 as indigenous Land without any
preconditions.

Please inform us about any activities you will initiate in this case.
